My Executive Order of July 26, 1948, declared the pol-
icy of equality of treatment and opportunity for zll per-
sons in the armed services of the United States, without re-
gard to race, color, religion or national origin. The Execu-
tive Order also set forth my desire and intention that this
policy be put into effect throughout the armed services as
rapidly as possible, having due regard to the time required
to effectuate any necessary changes without impairing effi-
ciency or morale. The Committee on which you have under-
taken to serve has been appointed by me pursuant to the Execu-
tive Order. You are authorized in my behalf to confer and
advise with the Secretary of Defense and the Secretaries of
the Army, Navy and Air Force; and to examine the rules, pro-
cedures and practices of the armed services to determine in
what respects they might be improved toward carrying out the
policy laid down in the Executive Order. On the basis of
1ts inquiry, this Committee is asked to make recommendations
to the armed services and to me as President and Commanﬂéru
in-Chief.

I attach great importance to the successful accomplish-
ment of your mission. Equality of treatment =znd opportunity
in the armed services, without regard to race, color, re-
ligion or national origin is simple Justice, and is that re-
gard for the human person which finds expression in our con-
stitutional safeguards of individual freedom and civil rights.
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Tt was proclaimed most recently in the Declaration of FRuman
Rights approved by the Ceneral Assembly of the United Nationms.
The vindication of those principles throughout every phase
of our national 1life is a continuing goal of my Administration.
To you gentlemen is given the opportunity to help effectuate
those principles in a most critical sector, the forces gathered
by our democracy for its own defense.

I congratulate you upon accepting this challenging task
and express my personal sppreciation for your services in

the months to come.
