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Following 1s exact English translation of mesmsage to
President Truman from Mr. Scphoulls which latter has
urgently asked me to transmit:

"Te the Prealdent of the United States Harry Truman:
Please sccept the expression of our deepsst gratlitude
for the valusble assistance which you have kindly pro-
posed to Congresa in faveor of Greece, for her esconomic
rehabllitation, the stabilization of her freedom and
independence and for her internal pacification. The
aaslstance of the Unlted States and your wise advice
condemning the extremea of the right and left and
recomeending a policy of toleraticn will also ccntribute,
I am sure, to the internal! pacification of Greece with-
out further bloodshed. (3igned) The Leader of the
Opposition Committee Themistocles Sophoulis.”
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
