iWe have consldered how the United Nations might
ageliet in this crisls. But the situation we must meet
ie an urgent one requiring immediate actlion, and the
United Nations and 1ts related organizations are not

yet in a position to extend asslistance of the kind that
is required.

"The extension of direct ald by the Unlted States
to Greece and Turkey means that the United States 1is
stepping into the breach in order to helv malntain
conditions in which the United Nations can grow 1in
international confidence and authority. The United
States has already teken the lead in the establishment
of international agencies designed for the rehabilita-
tion of devastated areas and for long-term economlc
reconstruction. We will continue to study ways and
means through which the United Nations and related
international agenclies might undertake financial and
economlic responegibilitiee in such areas.' -
