JESSUP: Your question gives me a chance to sy something that
as been on my mind for sometime, Mr. Harkness. Luckily,
the Scoretary of State said it mich better than I could
in his radio address last Friday evening. He sa:
"Anyone with the most elementary knowledge of the proces-
scs of democratic: government knows that democrasies do not
and cannot_plan aggressive wars.' Then hc made this
solemn pledge: 'This country is not planning to make war
against anyone. It 1s not seeking war. It abhors war.
It does not hold wer to be inevitable. Its polloles are
devised with the specific aim of bridging by peaceful
means the tremendous differences which beset international
society at the present time." That was a statement to the
Americen people. It was also a statement on behalf of
the American people. I believe it expresscs their will.
Since this is true, Mr. Acheson's statement is also a
statement to the world., If all other governments -- and
peoples -- understand this, the Atlantic Pect will not
provoke fear. At the same time, as has been pointed out
this afternoon, the Pact will hélp to overcome the fears
of Western Europe. If we can eliminate fear, we have won
Pore than half the battle for peace.
